APPEALS COMMITTEE:





The BCF INC. executive committe’s nominee shall be Chairman of the Appe​als Commit​tee. There shall be two other members all whom shall not be participants in the tournament. No mem​ber of the Appeals Committee shall sit in judge​ment in a dis​pute involving a player to whom he may be related. 




All protests must be submitted in writing to the Chairman of the Appeals Committee not more than twenty four hours after the relevant playing session, or the particular infringement complained against.  




The Committee may decide on the following matters:

    


a)
a protest against a decision by an arbiter,

    


b)
a protest against a player's behaviour,

    


c) 
a complaint alleging false interpretation of the regu​lations,

    


d) 
a request for the interpretation of specific regulati​ons, 

    


e) 
a protest or complaint against any participant, or

    


f) 
all other matters which the Committee considers impor​tant.
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APPEALS COMMITTEE:
(contd..)




If possible, the Committee shall reach a decision not more than three days after the submission of a protest. The appeals process shall include writ​ten representa​tions and a written decision. 




Every protest must be accompanied by a deposit fee of BDS$ 50 (fifty Barbados Dol​lars). If the protest is accepted, the fee shall be retur​ned. If the protest is rejected, the fee may be forfeited to the BCF Inc..




The decision of the Appeals Committee arising from any dis​pute in res​pect of these regulations shall be final.

Rescheduling:




Postponement of a game is generally not allowed except in the first round.




Preponement of a game may be allowed if it is agreeable to both the players and the Arbiter.  The player requesting the preponement has to pay an arbiter’s fee of Bds $ 30.00.  
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
